BARRY-ROUBAIX INSTRUCTIONS

· Welcome to the Barry-Roubaix, please read the following information to make your race more enjoyable

· Packet pick up will take place Friday at the Bay Point Inn from 2:00-9:00 pm and Saturday starting Saturday at 7:30a.m. Gun Lake Open Shelter

· A state park passport is necessary for the Gun Lake Parking unit. Please purchase in advance of race day at any State Park.
· The race start/finish line is near registration/parking at the Gun Lake Unit (boat area).

· The race starts at 10am with four neutral roll outs lead by the sheriffs for the first 1.5 miles. Racers will line up in waves by distance raced (35 milers have two roll outs). Starting in the wrong wave will result in disqualification! 

· The most important corner is the corner of Head Lake and Little Pine Lake Rd; we will have a flag marshal here, Beginners turn left and Spt/Exp/Elite turn right. 

· 65 mile racers second lap begins at the corner of Gun Lake Road and Hastings Point Road. Do not return to the finish area via the “roll out” section (red highlight on pdf map) until you have completed 2 laps. We will have a lead moto for this class.

· Crew, family and friends are not allowed to follow racers (via bike, car, scooter, etc) during the race. 65 mile racers may receive hand-ups. It is recommended that your crew do so on Duffy Road at the start of lap two. Crews must pull completely off the dirt road and stage in this area only after the start waves pass. (Keep the road clear!). We will provide a neutral feed here as well.

· We will provide two-three sweep vehicles if you need a ride back to the finish line. They will not be caring a full assortment of repair items so carry your own emergency items and know how to use them. Please let a race official know if you drop out. Everyone must be accounted for.

· This racecourse is open to traffic, obey all traffic laws

· I repeat, the course will NOT be closed to traffic and cycling rules of the road apply, i.e. stop at all stop signs, yield to cars, no more than 2 riders abreast and do not cross yellow center line. Violations will be penalized by disqualification. 
· Please ride smart, your life and the life of others is more important than this race

· We are not responsible for citations issued by a sheriff for not following the rules of the road

· Top three leaders of each class please report to awards ceremony for your respective class.

· BYOB is allowed at the Gun Lake Unit

· Kisscross Events raffle: Please take a look at the prize table after your race; many of you will win a prize randomly selected in advance. Please have your driver’s license available for identification and prize claims. You must be present to win. We will not hold a traditional raffle.

· Disposable Championship Timing Chips are fastened to your number plate which will be handlebar mounted in 2011. Handlebar mounting eliminates scoring errors. Do not remove the timing chip sticker on the back of your number!
· Beginner Awards held at noon, Expert awards at 12:30, Sport awards at 1:00 and Elite awards at 2:00. If you finish in the top three please attend.
· Please do not cool down on portions of the racecourse. Use the parking area only.
· Use extreme caution when leaving the parking area; racers may be entering the finish area.
· When results are posted, riders will have 15 minutes to verify any discrepancies. After that results are final.
